Part of this survey would be to ask members if they had opinions about a new chapter name. However, we have to wait until the MAA governing board approves the incorporation before moving forward.

The Mizzou night at the Cardinals will be Saturday, August 24th. We're just waiting to see if we're going to be able to have a table at the game. If we do we can have a drawing for football tickets, hand out stuff, etc.

President-Elect Update
Soiree in Stripes will have a wrap-up meeting on August 20th at 7:00 pm. The date for next year is May 3rd, 2014. Jennifer brought the idea to the board of “shaking up” the location. Jennifer broke down the cost of several different locations. The board wants proposals so we can determine costs of the different venues before making an ultimate decision. 

We're still planning to host a watch party at a local park for the Mizzou vs. Indiana football game. “Fun Flicks” offers a screen, projector, sound, setup & tear down for $599 for a screen that accommodates 100-300 people. Jennifer has sent a request for a proposal. She also requested proposals from Frontyard Features, Outdoor Movie Mania, Arch Audio Visual and Mobile Technology Graphics. We're still trying to figure out how to get the actual game via satellite or cable. Park location is still TBA.

The advisory board is still a plan in production and there will be an update ready for the September meeting.

Scholarship Update
