Rules & Regulations for 2-Man Captain’s Choice
Play will be from Blue Tees for Men & Red Tees for Women
70 and over — White Tees for Seniors
Tee box selected on 1% hole must be played for 18 holes
Blue 5,391 yards

White 4,990 yards
Red 4,154 yards
CAPTAIN: One designated per team.
BEST BALL.: Both players hit from tee. Captain chooses best shot and both players hit

from that spot. Pattern continues until ball is in the cup.

PLAYING ORDER: Either player may hit first from the tee, in the fairway, or on the green. If the
best ball selected is in your fairway, both players may improve the lie. In
any other situation (i.e., rough, sand, etc.) the player whose ball is chosen
must hit first without improving the lie.

PLACING THE BALL.: Before hitting from a position, the original lie shall be marked and subsequent
shots played from within one club length of the marked lie. In no event shall
the placement better your position (i.e., move out of the sand or from rough

to fairway).
FLIGHTS: There will be 5 flights.
SUNDAY TEE TIME: Tee times on Sunday will be between 7:00 am and 9:30 am. The better your

score, the later you will play and vice versa. To obtain your Sunday tee time,
please call Frank Cowling on Saturday between 6:30 pm and 7:00 pm at
1-757-436-5627 (Chesapeake).

MULLIGANS: Each 2-person team may purchase a total of 8 mulligans at registration on
Saturday. The cost is $20.00 for 8 mulligans. The mulligans should be used
two-per-person-per day and on any stroke.

SCORING: Pick up a score card at the Pro Shop. Turn in your card at the snack bar.
Both team captains must sign the score cards. Ties will be broken by
comparing hole-by-hole scores beginning with the #1 Handicap hole.
MAXIMUM SCORE PER HOLE - BOGEY (TO SPEED PLAY).

TOURNAMENT RULES: White Stakes: OUT OF BOUNDS — You lose one stroke and must drop two
club lengths from the point of entry. This rule will help speed up play. Please
note white O.B. markers on the right side of hole #15. However, the O.B.
markers do not apply when playing hole #17.

Yellow or Red Stakes: HAZARD AREA
Options: 1.) You may play out of the hazard with no penalty.

2.) Take a penalty stroke and drop the ball two club
lengths back from the hazard.

Putting Out: In order to speed play, please feel free to make the “Tap in
Putts” which will be negated if your playing partner holes his/her longer putt.
